While all of our popular products will be familiar from the last edition of our brochure, we are introducing 
6 new products in this second edition: 

 the R23 door and frame for through-the-wall gas meter boxes (page 19); 

 the R24 lid and body and R24 Tall lid and body units for floor-mounted gas boxes (page 22); 

 the void property range - the box cover plate, locking assembly and extra locks option (page 25); 

 and the kitchen drawer repair kit (page 32). 

There is also some rationalisation of the R7/R17 units - the Large R7 Deep becoming the Large R17 (with the 

R17 frame profile) and the R17 Slimline becoming the R18 Slimline, to fit its usual applications more closely. 

New photographs have been taken by Jeff Kay of Digigraphix, to make some of the product details more 

clear, and the general layout of the brochure has been modified; now including page numbers to make it 

easier to find what you’re looking for. 

But the most obvious change is that the brochure is now available in two sizes:  A4 for the office and an 

A6, pocket version for quick reference on site. 

Finally, as we are proud that Ritherdons is such a long-established, family business, we’ve added a short 

history of the company below.  We hope you enjoy this introduction along with the rest of the new brochure. 

 The History of Ritherdon & Co Ltd 

 

Our company was founded by the Managing Director’s 

grandfather, Percy Ritherdon, in Bolton in 1895.  
Probably due to Percy’s interests in chemistry and 

magic, the company initially concentrated on electro-

plating, but also on making tricks for magicians:  a 
rather unconventional range of products. 

 

In the early 20th century, Ritherdons began to produce more sheet metalwork 

with ―The renowned ―Ritho‖ Steel and Non-Ferrous Products‖ being advertised 
in 1929 (electro-plating was gradually phased out through the 1980s and 90s 

as part of ongoing efforts to reduce our environmental impact). 

We moved to our present factory in Lorne St, Darwen in 1947 and our 

expertise in manufacturing cabinets, control panels and other specialist sheet 
metalwork took off through the mid 20th century. 

 

In the 1970’s Ritherdons began to work closely with the 
electricity boards and we developed for them our range of 

metal meter boxes and the early door and frame units. 

 

An early version of the R7 was the first of our doors and 

frames, and this (plus the R2 in the photograph) expanded 
into the current range of units covering virtually every type 

of meter box in the country.

The Ritherdon range of replacement doors and frames is a 

best seller when it comes to repairing damaged glass fibre 

(GRP) electricity and gas meter boxes. 

GRP boxes are prone to damage due to wear and tear and 

also vandalism, resulting in an unsightly, but more 

importantly, a dangerous condition. 

 

GRP meter boxes come in all shapes and sizes and as market 

leader, Ritherdon have a complete range of replacement doors and 

frames to fit all of them. 

 

 

 

The units are fabricated using commercial grade stainless 

steel or electrolytically zinc-coated steel to resist atmospheric 

corrosion, and powder coated white to provide a more 

durable protective finish; but can be painted over should the 

house owner desire a different colour. 

 

All units are supplied with appropriate fixings for installation, 

which can be completed in a matter of minutes. It is simply a 

matter of removing the existing door and fitting the replacement 

door and frame to the damaged box. If the box is badly 

damaged, we have another option which is a front fixing unit 

(R10) that is also easy to fit, but in this case it is fastened to the 

wall around the box. 

Also included is an easy-to-handle, long-reach, plastic key to gain entry into the meter box 

after installation.

Case Study - Nottingham City Homes 
 

Problem 

 Utilities Companies will not connect a supply unless the meter box is secure. 

 Damaged boxes and missing doors are a danger and unsightly. 

 GRP boxes are prone to damage by vandalism and wear and tear. 

 They become ―grubby‖ in appearance and are difficult to clean. 

 

Nottingham City Homes is responsible for the maintenance of 30,000 homes, many of which have 

external GRP meter boxes. The boxes are very often a target for vandalism or become damaged 

through normal use. Sourcing spares for the wide variety of GRP boxes in use was problematic and the 

cost of replacing the boxes was prohibitively expensive because utility supplies often needed to be 

disconnected. 

Gary Shepherd is the Team Leader at Nottingham City Homes and is responsible for organising the 

repair of the majority of these meter boxes. 

Solution 

Gary identified the range of Ritherdon replacement door and frames, and with the help of Joe Vallely, 

composed a list of suitable products based on the sizes of meter boxes used on the estates in and 

around Nottingham. continued.....

Case Study continued 

 

Gary was pleased with the results, not only from the aesthetic point of view, but also because the units 

were very easy and quick to fit. His fitters could fit a new door and frame in minutes where in the past 

a repair may have taken half a day. 

After a month of using the four or five units that he had identified, Gary contacted Joe with a view to 

modifying one of the units which would result in the new unit being able to be used to repair a number 

of different sized boxes. He also requested that we modify the Gas box because in their area there 

were some very big meters which ideally require a larger door. 

 

Both these requests were quickly prototyped to Gary’s satisfaction and are now included in the 

Ritherdon range. 

 

Gary is happy that his fitters are able to repair the damaged meter boxes quickly, making them safe 

and aesthetically raising the standard of housing in a ―cheaper and hassle free‖ manner.

Choosing the Correct Ritherdon Door and Frame Unit 

1. Follow the instructions on page 8 to measure your existing meter box.  Exactly how you 

measure the box is important to choosing the right door and frame unit. 

2. Once you have the dimensions, please look at the table on page 9 to determine which 

unit is suitable for your box. 

3. If there isn’t an obvious match for your dimensions in the table, check the actual unit 

sizes* in the Door and Frame range section starting on page 11.  It is more likely than 

not that there will still be a unit that fits your meter box. 

* Subtract ~3 mm for the metal thickness and, for the R10 range, bear in mind that the fixing screws are 

positioned ~25 mm in from the top and bottom edge and ~45 mm in from the sides.

How to measure a damaged GRP meter box 
 

When measuring a damaged meter box, it is very important the you measure carefully, 
without adding any extra, the three dimensions that are detailed in the photographs below.

Fitting the Door and Frame Units 
 
When you know the size, in most cases you have a choice: 
 
R10 – The R10 range is a front fixing unit and is used mainly when the GRP box is damaged but is 
still firmly attached to the wall. It is installed by drilling into the wall through the four holes in the 
front and secured using the frame fixings provided. 
 
 
R22—The R22 fits onto both the mk1 and mk2 backplates in the same manner as the original GRP 
Housing, by hooking the top over the backplate at the wall; the new integrated spring bracket in 
the bottom locks the unit in place. 
 
 
R_ – The other items listed in the table on page 9 are all different variants, in different sizes to suit 
the GRP boxes produced by various manufacturers. These units tend to fit snugly onto the GRP box, 
and are secured by using the plugs and screws provided, through a fixing plate or strap, to the 
inside faces of the GRP box. 

When the unit is secure, it is usual to use a weatherproof sealant around it where it makes contact 
to the wall to prevent water entering the box. 
 
Maintenance 
While our door and frame units wear very well, even with absolutely no maintenance, it is advisable 
occasionally to oil the hinges and lock and to repaint the exterior.  This can be carried out at around 
the same frequency as other external painting on a property.

The R7 and R17 units are fabricated from either sheet 
steel that is electrolytically zinc coated (zintec) or 
from commercial grade stainless steel. They are 
designed to the dimensions of the GRP boxes 
specified in the Electricity Supply Industry Standard 
ESI 12-3 (issue 3). 
 
 
 
 
Just like the rest of the range, the R7s and R17s are powder coated in white polyester 
powder to give a durable protective finish and can be painted over should the house owner 
desire a different colour. 

 
 
 
 
 
Installation is completed 
in a matter of minutes 
using the screws and 
bushes supplied and a 
choice of fixing holes in 
the internal fixing plates - 
finally sealing the unit to 
the wall, if necessary.

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The Ritherdon R20 Replacement door and 
frame is designed to repair a damaged glass 
fibre (GRP) electricity meter box. It is intended 
for use in areas where there is a high risk of 
vandalism, and is a relatively new addition to 
the popular ranges of replacement doors and 
architraves that Ritherdon & Company supply. 
 
 
The unit is fabricated from electrolytically zinc-
coated steel, and powder coated white to give 
a durable protective finish. 
 

The R20 is designed for quick and easy installation by fixing to the inside of the damaged 
box using six pre-drilled fixing tabs.  It is fitted with earth bonding points on the door, and 
on three of the six fixing tags. 
 
To provide extra security, the unit is fitted with two sturdy cam locks, operated by a 
standard triangular key.

Whilst the unit is fitted with the traditional left-hand hung door

Through-the-wall meter boxes - R23 

The Ritherdon R23 replacement door and frame is 
designed to repair the through-the-wall gas meter box. 
 
This fairly unusual box is effectively a plastic tube through 
the wall of a property, allowing the meter to be viewed 
from the inside or outside.  However, these boxes still 
have GRP doors and are just as susceptible to damage as 
any other. 
 
So Ritherdons have designed a product to repair them:  
the R23.

Replacement gas meter housings - R21 and R22 

R21 Replacement gas meter housing 

The Ritherdon R21 replacement gas meter housing is 
typically used to protect a gas meter when its enclosure 
has been very badly damaged, including the backplate. 
 
 
The unit is installed by fitting it over the existing meter, 
and securing it to the wall through the holes in the back 
edges. 

R22 Replacement gas meter housing 

This unit can be fitted in seconds and is used where the 
existing housing has been damaged but the standard 
GRP gas meter backplate is intact.  Or if there is a need 
to protect the gas supply from potential vandal attack in 
the future. 
 
 
The R22 fits onto both the mk1 and mk2 backplates by 
hooking the top over the backplate at the wall.  The 

integrated spring-bracket in the bottom locks the unit in place.  For extra security, there are 
two holes in the base which allow the unit to be screwed to the backplate (these features 
can be seen in the photograph on the facing page).

Repair of floor-mounted gas boxes - R24 

We now have three options for repairing floor-mounted, 
gas meter boxes: 

 Replacement lids - the R24M and R24H lids for 
repairing Mitras boxes and Hepworth boxes. 

 Replacement lid and frame units if the damage is 
too great simply to replace the lid and, again, there are 
units for Mitras and Hepworth boxes. 

 Replacement lid and body units for pre-payment 
meter boxes (see case study below). 

Like the rest of the Ritherdon range, the R24 units greatly increase the longevity and 
security of the GRP meter box that they repair.  The R24 units are also powder coated 
brown, so that they match the plastic boxes. 

As with the rest of the range, fitting the R24s is very easy.  An R24 lid fits the meter box in 
the same way as the original plastic lid and the lid and frame units fasten through the 
plastic box with a screw and nut.  All the necessary fittings are supplied with the units. 

Case study - R24 Tall for pre-payment meter boxes 
 

Shortly after we had developed the R24M lid and frame unit, we 
were asked by Langstane Housing Association in Aberdeen if we 
could modify it to accommodate a larger, pre-payment gas meter.  
This was the state of some of Langstane’s gas meter boxes: 

 

As we design and manufacture all Ritherdon products ourselves, 
we can make this sort of alteration (as well as creating new 
products from scratch) very quickly and easily. 

 

So we now have the R24M Tall model to repair floor-mounted, 
GRP boxes that house the larger pre-payment gas meters, and 
Langstane seem pleased with the results.

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Ritherdon Void Property Meter Box Range 

Unoccupied properties (voids) often become targets for opportunistic vandalism and theft.  

On top of the financial cost, this can create a hazard to the public if electricity or gas 

supplies are left exposed. 

Fortunately, since the utility companies don’t need regular access to meter boxes on void 

properties, it is temporarily possible to increase the box security above the standard, tri-key

-operated lock. 

For this reason, we have added two new products and an extra option to our domestic 

metering range: 

Void box cover plate 
 
A strengthened steel plate which is fixed to the wall, covering and protecting virtually all of 
the meter box.
